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About us

Our school is open all day and is located in
Friedrichshain-Kreuzberg, close to the
Potsdamer Platz and the former Anhalter
Bahnhof.

The full-time care is a cooperation shared
between us, the Fanny-Hensel-Primary School,
the private company “Die Wille* and the Clara-
Grunwald-Primary School.

Our aims are high, we encourage and
challenge the high- and the low-performing, the
handicapped and the non-handicapped pupils
in the same way.

Our schoolhouse is a modern, neat, sunny
building constructed in 1987.

The school is equipped with a library, a
computer room with 15 workstations, computer
and internet access in every classroom, a
theatre which has lighting, a drop curtain and a
mixer. We also have a modern well equipped
school-kitchen, a natural science lab and a
huge, modern gymnasium.

We have an extremly large, green and sunny
school yard with an adventure playground
(where the children can balance and climb).
There are several sandpits, a large football
ground, a track, a pit, a shed, where the pupils
can borrow toys in their break. Our pupils can
sculpt or barbecue. The school yard also has a
clay stove and a huge garden with numerous
plants, a herbal plantation and a pool.

Do you know that you have the right to register your
child at another school, which is actually not the
proper one? Your request has to be accepted by the
primary school you've chosen if it has the capacity.

Educational overall concept

Multinational cohabitation and a safe
environment are important for us and
practicable because everyone knows each
other. We encourage our pupils to learn
languages at all levels.

We focus our pedagogical actions on
encouraging creativity, the performance of
projects with various themes, ecology together
with modern computer equipment and media
assisted education.

Our academic work emphasises: language
promotion , ecology , media assisted
education and various projects .

Changes in legislation now allow teaching of first
and second year pupils together, starting in
2007/08 or 2008/09.

For pedagogical reasons we’ll educate the classes
1 to 3 together.

Focal point language promotion

Although most of our children’s native
language isn’t German, a high rate achieve a
recommendation for the grammar or the
secondary school. That's first of all the result of
our language promotion concept: we
encourage specifically high and low performing
children.

Furthermore we differentiate from the 4th class
in the main subjects according to their level.
With our classes we take part in the reading
project “Antolin”, we emphasise on dramatics
and role play and introduce our students to
cultural events.

Our school library is well equipped, it contains
more than 2000 titles, including bilingual
literature and audio books.

Focal point ecology

The school garden is situated on two terraces.

It has various flower beds and a pool. The
herbal beds were planted together with the
children and is looked after with great care.
Parts of our school have a grass roof.

We pay attention to a healthy nutrition and
physical exercises. Waste separation is
common practice.

Media assisted education

In the entry phase of the school the pupils
learn how to handle a computer. Starting from
the 3rd class they acquire the knowledge
needed to receive the “Internetseepferdchen”
(internet seahorse). Now they are able to deal
with e-mails, websites and information
services. The advanced classes get to know
digital media such as photo and video. They
learn how to edit pictures and text via
presentation software.

Focal point projects

We regularly take part in different projects: the
Berlin daily newspapers for schools, the after
school and youth establishments, such as the
“Gelbe Villa” (computer courses and healthy
nutrition), the “Kreuzberger Musikalische
Aktion” (music projects) or the children’s circus
“Cabuwazi”. In addition we arrange across-the-
board projects.

For the last few years all pupils in the second
class learn how to ride a bicycle.

Every year our 6th classes work together with
a stonemason on an end-of- term art work,
which become a part of our garden and leave a
mark of the alumnus.

There is a long lasting cooperation with
European schools. Pupils and their teachers
often meet with the partner school of the
respective country.
